It's short, easy and electronic — it's the new E-Posteard and it's required by the IRS.
Don't throw away your tax—exempt status — be sure to file vour e-Posteard.

Howr do you know f your Lions Club has a filing requirement?

If you are a small tax—-exempt organization that normally has annual gross receipts
of £25,000* or less and does not haye to file Form 980 or 980-EZ, vou must file the
e-FPosteard {alzo known as 380-17). Flease note that thiz is an IRS requirement.

When is the e-Posteard due?

It's due by the 15® dav of the fifth month after the close of vour tax vear. Lions
Clubs operate on a fiscal year, July 1 — June 30, and the e-Pesteard will be due by
Movember 16% each year.

What information dees your elub need to previde on the e-Posteard?

a legal name and mailing address and any other names used,

a Web address if one exists,

employer identification aumber (EINM),

organmization's annual tax period,

the name and address of a principal officer, and

a statement confirming the organization's annual gross receipts are normally

£25,000* or less.

What happens if vou den't file?

You risk losing vour tax—exempt status! Any Lions Club that fails to meet 1tz annusal
reporting requrement for three consecutive years automatically loses its tax—
exempt status under the new law.

Why 15 the IRS calling 1t an e-FPosteard?

Eecause it's as simple as seading a posteard and it's electronic.
