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CALL FOR INTERNATIONAL DIRECTOR CANDIDATES 

At the State Council Meeting held in Harrisburg, PA on August 6 , 2011, the State Council of Governors 

took action to endorse a candidate for International Director at the 2012 International Convention in Busan, 

Korea. This candidate would be an advocate for Pennsylvania and Lionism on the International level. State 

Council is requesting all eligible districts with no less than 1250 members and 35 Lions Clubs to consider 

endorsing a candidate for this high office. (District 14-C qualifies but cannot nominate a candidate because the 

district will be hosting the State Convention in May 2012) 

A candidate must meet the requirements for International Director as outlined in the Lions Clubs 

International Constitution & By-laws. "A candidate for the office of International Director shall: 

a. Be an active Member in good standing of a Lions Club in good standing. 

b. Have completed or be completing a full term or major portion thereof as district governor of a full 

district of this association 

c. Secure the endorsement of a convention of his/her district.  Provided, that the convention of the sub-

district shall be eligible to endorse a candidate 

d. Secure the certification of endorsement of his/her district (sub and multiple) in accordance with the 

by-laws or constitution." 

           Interested candidates should send their resumes along with the endorsements of their club and district to 

the State Office no later than January 20, 2012. All qualified candidates should contact their district governor or 

the PA Lions State Office for further information. (Email palions@comcast.net or telephone: 717 564-2586). 

 
 

The Eagles Youth Partnership and the District 14 -A  Lions  

 
The Eagles Eye Mobile Program has been providing vulnerable with eye exams, prescription eyeglasses and 

comprehensive follow up care, at no cost to the children or family. Seventy percent of the children examined 
on board the vehicle needed and received prescription eyeglasses and seven percent were referred to an 
ophthalmologist for further eye treatment. The Eye program reaches thousands of children in need each 
school year, working in conjunction with St Christopher’s Hospital for Children and The Wills Eye Institute and 
Children’s Hospital of Philadelphia.  Traditionally the Eagles Eye Mobile works with the school nurse to 
diagnosis children who have failed a basic eye exam.  Unfortunately due to the current economic situation 
many schools have cut nurses. The remaining nurses split their time between multiple schools. This will 
increase the difficulty to conduct an annual basic eye screening for the children. 

 
In early August the “Eagles Youth Partnership” contacted LCI to inquire about a joint service project. To 

ensure as many children in K-12th grade public schools in Philadelphia receive a basic eye exam, the Eagles Eye 
Mobile has developed a plan to assist local school nurses by working with them to coordinate basic vision 
screenings for as many children as possible in the month of October 2011.  

 

The Eagles Youth Partnership needs our help. They need between 12-15 Lions club 
members and volunteers to work with them every day Monday to Friday from 
approximately 9:00 AM to 2:30 PM during the month of October to reach these various 
schools and children.
